A guaranteed livable income (GLI) is a payment to individuals or families 
by government that covers the cost of basic necessities (food, shelter, 
clothing, transportation, and community participation) and is not 
conditional on meeting employment criteria in order to qualify for the 
benefit. It ensures everyone an income adequate for meeting basic needs, 
allowing all people to live with dignity regardless of work status.
